They must leawrn how {o protect
themselves against o ploitation. both by petty officialdom and Ly the
political chavlatan.  These Tessons can best he lenrnt fram persons of
proved integrity aud practical experience.

T has been said that the membership of the Northern Touse of
Assembly s confined almost entirely to Native Authority officialdom.
This is perfeetly trie, but what is not realised, sufficiently widely, and
what T now wish to emphasise, Is that at least 90 per cent of the
personnel  equipped with the experience and education yeguired to
qualify them for election lo o legislature are to be found in the ranks
of the Native Adminisiration serviees, because the rate of expausion
has becu so greal fn recent years that there has always been room for
any ecducated youth of adequate calibre in the Civil Service of the
local administration.

Finally, a word on the subject of stability. Nouc of these things
which we all want can possibly come to pass unless we can be assured
of political stability. There must be public confidence and this can only
be ensured and maintained by the “determined gat‘hering together of
all persons of goodwill and understanding, whatever their pursuits,
origins or belicfs’”. T am here quoting from my Address on the
occasion of the Budget Session of 1950. What T said then is move
than ever true today. Given goochwill, it will be possible to overcome
most " of the major disabilitics from which this country as a whole
stlfers——bribery and covruption in almost every walk of life, jgnorance
of the true nceds of the mass of the people and influences, as yet
unimportant, which aim to disrupt whilst professing to reform.,

T caunot close this portion of my Address without referring to our
sense of loss  consequent on  the recent  vetivement of Sir Buric
Thompstone.  Siv. Fric, who loved this country so well, had served
here for - thiviy-two years and had an wnparalleled knowledge  of
Northern Nigerin and of the needs of its people.  With his wisdom
and staunch devotion fo Nigeria, Sir Erie was o leader in whom we
all had implicit confidence. He guided o footsteps firmly for more
than four eventfnl vears, and it is with o full consciousness of the
stindard set that { now take up the task where he el o,

[ will mow proceed to a morve detailed summary of (he cvents and
activities of the vear.

Accountant-General (Treasury)

The expansion jo the volume and complexily of Government
activily bas resulted during reeent years in an enormous inercase in
the work of the Treasury. and the past year has seen the continuation
of this increase.

The veeeipts and pavments of the Sub and focal Treasuries of the
Begior, during the finaueial yoar 1950-51 wvounted {0 a total of
£12,796,000, as compared with the fotal of £11,286.000 in 1949-50—
an inercase of 13 per cent, while the number of reecipt and payment
vouchers increased by 19 per cent to 219,000. There is every
indiention that the curcent year will shiow no less substantinl increases
over the 1950-51 figures,

It has not been possible to obtain the full establishment of Semior
Service and higher grade Junior Service Officers to 611 duty pusts and
recruitment of new enlrants to the Junior Service has been far below
expectalions and gives rise to grave apprehension regarding future
progress.  Office accommodation, cspecially in Regional Headquarters,
Is entirely inadequate for efficient working. The projected new offices
will go far towarvds remedying this position although allowing very little
space for fulure expansion.

In spite of the increased volume of work and the severe shortage
of staff and accommodation, the Regional accounts have been brought
as nearly np to date as is possible having regard to the inevitable delays
consequent upon  distonce and available communications. This
considerable achicvement was made possible only by many hours of
overtime and the use of accounting machines.

On the Ist April the Local Treasuries at Bauchi, Katsina and
Lokoja were taken over by the Deparlment in pursuance of the policy
of maiming with Treasuvy personnel all [ocal Treasuries that reach a
size swifieient to necessitate the service of a full-time Tiocal Treasurer.

oo regrettable to report that the number of cases of losses of
Government Funds continues to be high.  During the year twenty-eight
cazes involving approximately £8.500 were roported.  The jnvestigations
intn these Tosees roveal, in many cases, greatly inereased cunning in the
perpebration of the fraowds. Consiant offorts have been made o ensure
striet control and 9t s undonbtedly o fret that these safeguards have
proved oo deterrent and in eortin speeifie rases have bmug[—Lt frauds to
Light much carbicr than formerly could have boen the case.

o May M Jdo ML Pryde vetived s he had suceessfully illed the post
of Regional Treasurer sinee 1942 and had heen for many vears a well
known wnd popular figure throughont the Region,



Admmistration

As Members are aware, the Provineial and Native Admiuistrations
were heavily engaged during the latter half of the year in the conduct
of the clections to the Northern House of Asscnbly.  This imunense
task was carried out very largely by the Native Adwministration
machinery, and it is o matter of sincere congratulation that the
arrangenents procecded so smoothly.  Complaints were fow and it was
apparent that the people had been informed of the proceduve
for clection aud appreciated the fmportance of selecting only those
hest fitted by character and ability to represent them.

Despite the preoceupation with elections the improvement of the
local administration machinery, which has engaged so much atienticn
in recent years, was carricd forward nnostentatiously. In particular
T might instance the increased financial responsibility which has been
accorded {o those Native Treasuries which are in a sound {inancial
position; this is in accordance with the present policy of delegating
responsibility to the local administrations wherever they are in a
position to profit by it. Advance has also been made in the improve-
ment of District Councils in many places; in particular the new
Council for the Waje area of Kano has been given cxecutive
and financial authority and in future will prepare its own budget.
During the year a Joint Seleet Committee composed of Members of the
two Regional Houses sat to consider ways and mecans by which progress
in local administration could be hastened and tlie recommendations of
this Committee have been published. Tt is hoped that 1952 will sce
a marked acceleration in the progress and development of local govern-
ment in the Region.

T two provinces welcome changes in the composition of Native
Authorities have taken place. The formerly fragmented Native
Authorities of the Bassa Komo area of XKabba Province, after ncarly
a year of careful deliberation, expressed a uranimous wish carly in
the year to combine into a single Native Authoriiv aaneisting of a Clief
and Council, and His Excellency’s approv: svelopment was
reccived in July.  In Adamawa Provinee a reorganisation which holds
out good promise of successful development has heen achieved by the
incorporation into the Numan Federation of the former Shellen District
now reorganised into the Shellen and Tonguda Districts.

In view of the very mediocre harvest in 1950 and of the rise in food
prices which was to he expected, particular attention has heen paid by
the Administration during the year fo every type of agricultural
development. designed Lo inerease the production of staple foodstufs.
Mention is made elsewhere in this Report of the progress of the well
established resettlement schemes at Kontagora and Shendam and of the
Niger Agricultural Project managed by the Colonial Development

Corporation at Mokwa. The use of superphosphate fortilisers is

i

sproading rapidly, particudarly in the more northern Provinees.  The
considerable fnercase 1 the number of mixed farmers, pavticularly in
Bauchi Provinee, is most encournging, and o host of wminor schemes
of agricultural  improvement wre heing  pwsued by the  Native
Administrations throughout the Region with the assistanee and adviee
of the Agrieultural Department.

Agriculture

Reeruitment to the Senior Serviee i the Agricultural Department
is still far from satisfactorvy. Acainst the loss of Mr J. W. D.
Goodban transferved as Diveetor of Agriculture, British Honduras,
must be put the re-engagement of onc retived officer and the promotion
of two Agricultural Superintendents. There are thus fifteen
Agricultural Officers and  twelve vacancies. This las been offset to
some extent by an excess of seven Agricultural Superintendents making
a total of thirteen in that grade, to which one expatriate officer was
recruited, and there were two promotions from the Junior Service.
Two more Development Officers have been posted to the Region recently.

Ay J. Wallace, Deputy Divector of Agriculture, vetived in January,
and his post taken over by 3Mr J. D. Brown in October. NMr
J. Kitching was promoted to the post of Principal Trrigation Tngineer.

Tt is fortunate that an Agriculiural Chemist has been appointed m
tine to take over from AMr Greenwood, o..5., who retires in 1952,

A number of posts remain vaeint in the Engincering and Irrigation
branches, both of which are greatly hampered by lack of staff. It has
not heen possible to reeruit a Soil Conservation Specialist.

The Empire Cotton Growing Corporation have aftached another
Plant Breeder o the Depavtuent, bringing their establishment to two
Cotton breeders, and the eutomologist stall recruited hy the Cotton
Mavketing Board wnd attached to the Department now amounts to
fourteen, whilst anoiher officer has heen taken on by the Kipire Cotton
Growing Corporation ou veimbuicorent by the Board for work on

The rains in 1951 were exceptionally well distributed and continued
Iater than usual. There were no sevions periods of drought, planting
wento Jovward  without  delays and growth was even.  Fears were
cutertained  at one time of dmmnage from  walerlogging and noist
conditions ol havvest, but proved unfounded.

The corn cvops were good everywhere and it was remarkable how
ket prives cased s soon as rowing well established, nor have
they tended to vise much in syvmpathy with the big inerease in prices
for export cropa. The shortages caused by the previous year's drought
have been ovireomne.,

The gronndnut erop  for 1950-D1 was the lowest since 1942
at 142,026 tons. with some 6,000 {ons hought during the following
scason. Not all this decrease can be attributed to low yields. There
was increased lacil consumplion due to shortage of food, some holding
for higher prives and a movement into French Tervitory to obtain the
better price prevailing there. The 1951 season should produce at least
twice this amount for export.  Growing conditions in the country north
of Kano were almost ideal and it js there that the widest variations
in the crop oceur and the major part of the inercase in a good year
arises.

Cotton has mow recovered its posilion as a major export crop,
sccond only to groundnuts in importance. Tu spite of the irregular
rains the 1950-51 crop amounted to over 75,000 bales, the largest ever
produced.  Much of this Increcase can be attributed to greater
efficiency of seed distribution and marketing brought about by the use
of Cotton Marketing Board funds and the opening up of new areas
such as Gombe. where crop yields arve better than in most of the cotton
belt.

A further large inerease in the number of bales for export
is expected this year. 11,0871 tons of cotton seed weve distributed
compared with 9,475 the previous ycar. Growth was better on the
whole though it is unfortunate that higher rainfall has also tended to
merease the severity of the pests which infest cotton. A team of
six Collon Cultivation Officers was available for the first time to assist
in ovganising wced  distribulion, giving instruction in  methods of
cultivation and riressing the importance of cleaning up the residues of
the erop in order {o control discase.

The seheme for distvibuting “26CT seed, the improved selection Irom
Allen, has been aceelerated by the opening up of 200 acres of land
near Daudawa o Natsing Provinee for multiplication and by the use
of fertilivers in the surrounding aveas. Some 7,000 tons of improved
seed s expected fo be available for distribution from Funtua ginnery
his venr to that arens and these normally supplicd by Mallumfashs,
Gusaw and Mai-fochi ginneries. 150 toms will also be sent to Gombe

Fxperimental work on collon pests al Samavie has coufirmed that
the strict enforcement of a cloge seazon for coiton would he clfective in
greatly veducing the incidence of bholl worme, particularly the Sudan
Red Boll Worm which ix the most prevalent and most damaging in the
North as a whole.  Resuiis also cmphasise the paramount neeessity of
uprooting and burning all cotton residues after hovest.

In spite of “the fact thai the great inerease in the aercage of Soya
Leans in the Benue area cnuged some reduction in the area sown to
Benniseed the well distvibuted vaius of May-July was ideal for this
crop and the export tonnage is expected to reach nearly 10,000 tons
compared with 8,699 in 1950. This is still substautially below the
provious average bub it is expected that the 60 per cent inerease in
price, announced too Jute to affcct the (Y51 crop, will have a marked
ceffect in 1952,

Soya beans have gained populurity in Tiv Division. Inercased
acreage  combined  with  the abundint lafe  raius Lo give an
cstimated  export  tonnage double that of last year. The vapid
expansion of this crop is shown Dby the following figures of export
tonnages purchased: —

There 35 likely to he o distinet cheek heneceforward as the export price
has not risen this yeur.

In Southern Zaria traders are buving split dried ginger at 1s 3d
to s 9d per b and railing it to Lagos for export. Tt is expected,
therefore, that, i spite of the meveased acveage grown this year, the
export tommage of cured ginger bought in Kaeia Ginger Market will
not areatly exceed the sixty-seven tous bought there in 1950.

Interest in the cultivation of rice is being stimulated wherever
possible. It has nany advantages as a food crop, such as potential
high yield and the utilisation of (hie natwral fertility of viver valleys.
Schemes for the controlled irrigation of rice to the wilent of some
7,000 acves are in hand necar Bida. The Sokolo Rice Mechanicul
Cultivation schieme ploughed 13,500 acves and a suceesslul cvop was
harvested.  The target for this year s to ‘exceed 20,000 weres. A
minor scheme on the Shamankar river i Platean Provinee ploughed
G500 aerc. and aims to complete 2,000 this year. Yields lere were
particularly satisfactory al 2,000 1bs paddy per acre. Multiplication
ot improved varletics of medium-water rice continues.

An inercased rescarch programme wis carvied out at Samaru durin
the year, and two new officers (a Chemist aud a second Cottou Breeder
were added to the permancent stall.

)

As in the past three years, the Chenistry scetion has been mainly
engaged with trials designed to determine the most effective and
cconomic method of Introducing the use of fertilisers into peasant
agriculture.

T 1050 experiments had shown thut the large sized granules of
superphosphate previously issued wunder the Fertiliser Distribution
Scheme could with advantage be replaced by granules of ordinary
commercial size. The method of application of this new type of granule
by mcans of scparate scoops delivering the correct dosages for
groundnuts and guinea corn was demonstrated to members of the
Fertiliser Teams at Samaru in January, 1951.

During the year experiments have been made with guinea corn at
all major stations to find the cconmomic return to be expected from the
addition of small amounts of mnitrogen to superphosphate and to
phosphatic manuves Jacking the sulphur contained in superphosphate.
An important part of these experiments will be the assessment of the
residual effect of these fertilisers passed on to the groundnut erop in
1952, for during 1951 it has been shown that the addition of sulphur—
a commiodity” at present in short supply——greatlly increases the growth
of groundnuts both at Samaru and at Kontagora.

The arrvival of new stafl has enabled the Chemistry section to resuwme
the analyses of soils and plants, which for some (e past have had to he
referved to Ibadan.

The laboratory onee more cavvivd out the anadysis of (he camples
of the year’s ginger crop sold in the Kacia area. The samples were
all of high standard. and cortificates of analysis were jssued.

The most fmportant new work undertaken by the Botany Seclion
was Lhe initiation of a programme of guinea corn breeding.  Under
the auspices of the B.C .

The reseaveh work on cotton continued {o be enrricd out by stall
provided by the Empire Cotton Growing Corporntion.  Their team now
consists of two Plant Breeders, one cntomologist und one field oflicer

Cotton breeding work has  continued on  the two main lines
previously followed—

(1) the establishment and accelerated spread of the “‘Samaru 26C™
strain to the whole of the cotfon arca as an Improved strain,
and

(2) the breeding and testing of further improved substrains oue of
which may ceventually supersede 26¢.

Further confirmation of the supeviorily of this sirain was obtained in the
1951 trials when 26C gave a lint yield 16 per cent higher than the
mean of three stocks of ordinary commmercial sced.

Under the second head some very promising subsivains are alveady
under trial, but tests for yield and lint quality will have to continuc
for several more scasons befove sny of these ean reach the stage where
they might supersede 26C.

On the entomological side, the survey of (he ineidence and
bionomies of cotton pests has conbinued, and insceticide trials have
again been carried  out ot Samarn and  Daudawa. The  work
has confirmed that the striet entorcement of a clove scar for cotion
would  heefivetive in greatly veducing the ducidence of ol

The Trrigation Training School at Sokoto passed out four trainees
and envolled a further cleven. Unless voung qualified engineers can
bie reeruited however to take ehavge of these trainees as they pass out
and form irvigation teams. it may be nceessary to close the school.

In o the more northerly provinees superphosphate fertilisers have
proved reasonably popular. The use ol Terfilisor 3s gaining ground
i Ahese avens geaduadly s on poorer soils results have been obvious
(o the Farmer. Resulls were muell bettor owing to the steady rainfall
than in 1950 with its doonght conditions.

Foiter south and in the Middle Belt superphosphate does not
uioe the same pronotmecd results as in the north and experiments are

heing  continued  to  defermine  whether the use of fertilisers is
ceonomically justifiable,

Training of stall for the Agricultural Department and Native
Administrations has continued as usual.  Of the 131 students in the
Awrviculiural Sehool at the moment uninety-bwo ave training to be
yovernment Agricultural _\ssistants, twenty-three are in the Junior
Native Administration Class and sixteen on the Tield Overscer
Refresher Course.

The weed Nashin Yeawo is still spreading and attempts to check it
by communal cradication liave had but hmited success.  In Kano 2,500
acres  were sprayed  with the Sodium Salt of 2.4.D. Work was
concentrated on cattle tracks and avcas adjacent to farms and three
topes of sprayer were used.  .\s a measure of control on particular
aveas this treatment can be carvied out at a cost of 10s to 158 per
acre  (excluding supervision). Tt can uever Dbring about complete
cradication, however, because the sceds ave not killed and can lie
dormant  for years. The weed-killer is also lethal to trees and
brosd-leaved erops. and therefore can only be used on open unfarmed
land.

Some of the daivy farmers in the Kano scheme had to be closed
down daring the year becnure of mismanagement of the milking stock
irsued to them, but there arve still ifty farmers remaining. Tn Kabba
Provinee the daivies at Kabba and Okene are continuing to produce
a subsiantial amonuf of milk and butter for sale.

At Shika stock favn an 2-point. Auto-Recording Milking Plant has
Leens mstalled and has heen working sinee September. No major
diffienltios were cncountered and bhoth the cows and stafl took to the

There has unfortunately
Twen no corvespouding inerease in stafi and during moest ol (he past
vear it has thevefore been neeessary to concentrate on the awdit of
Government Aecounts at Regional Headguarters to the detviment of
the touring programme, which has had to he ewrtailed  severely,
Howeversalthongh the position is not yet satisfactory. {here has been
some dmprovement fu later mooths, and for the fivst thue for mauy
vears itoas possible to veport that there ave. at the present ime, five
Audit oficers on towr throughout {he Region.

VOovall e appreciated that this improvement should Tonelit moot
of all the Native Authovities, the audit of whose accounts forns such
an importaut part of the work of this Department. The volunne and

The most inportant developments have been at Kano, which of
course is au important international airport and an essentiad stopping
plice on the major trunk routes from Burape to South and West Africa.
Work has started on the construction of o new instrument rumway,
which, when completed, will be over aanile and a0 half Jong and

cquipped with the most modern Hehting systems. During the past

vear it was neecssary to improve the facilitics of {he {erminal building
to enable the ever-inerensing Gradflic 1o be deadt with, and at the same
time comprebensive plians were made Tor the erection of an up-to date
terminal building which will be provided with the modern equipnient
neeessavy for the handling of a large volume of air tratie. When the
new rinway and terminal building are completed Kano Advport will
be able to cader for the needs not only of British but of foreign jet
airliners for very many years to come.  Adverall movements at Kano
showed an increase of some 30 per cent as compared with 1950, whilst
the number of passengers using the acrodrome increased o over 50,000,

Maidugnri has been nominated as  a had-weatber  alternative
acrodrome for the British Overseas Advways Covporation serviees to West
and Sonth Afviea, and an aiv traflic controller. trained in the depart-
ment, has been posted there. The importance of Maiduguri was clearly
scen during the latter part of last year when Fort Lawy was isolated by
flooded roads and the only communication was by aiv.

Kaduna is becoming an inereasingly important acrodrome.  Apart
from the regulie West African Advwavs Corporation services, iuter-
national atreralt use the acrodrome regularly in conncetion with the
War Oflice trooping programme of army personnel and their families
for West Afvica, whieh is now cavried out entively by air.

The importance of Jos as a business and recreative centre s reflected
in the inercased amonnt of aic traflic handled during the year, whilst
other aevodrones within the Northern Region have also dealt with
mereasel traflic,

Clerical Trammmg College

Sixty-seven students passed out from the Clerical Training College
al the end of the 1950-51 Conrse. of whom forty-five obtained {he
College  Leaving Certificate. Ten students in the Shorthand Class

Owing to the wneertaintios which surround sowing——in Sokoto Pro-
vinee for instance, five to seven sowings were general in 1951—it has
been decided to teach {he peasantry application of the fertilisec after
garmination.  This appears to give the greatest inswranee against all
combinadions of the vagaries of the weather, and heing much simpler,

is more popular with the farmer.

Sales at the cud of the vear had started in Kano and Bornu
Provinees, but il is unlikely that the high figure for sales in 1950 will
be repeated, chielly becanse the main buyers—the 17,000 farmers in
Soloto-—did not see much for their investment owing to the uncertain

start of the rainy season.

A pilot fish pond was built and stocked al Panyam during the yeav
and the results are sueh that it ix proposed to push forwavd with the
fivst major construction work during 1952,

For the (vt Gnre o rensonable protit was made by the Vo daivy
during the six months cnding the 30th September: construetion of the
new modern daivy stavted during December.

The Minna piggery, which will comprise in one area a piggery as

Co-operative

During the vear wder review, the consulidation of socicties has
continued, and of the most numerous class (the salary-carners’ Thrift
and Loun Societies) Tess than ten remained nnregistered at the end

of the vear,

Both members of the Sentor Serviee stafl were on duty from the
end of Marveh onwards. and it was possible to post one oflicer for duty
m the southern hall of Katsina Province; the result has been that
there ave mow sixteen village ceredit socictics and a few  village
shops i that  area. and  the question of  forming marketing

socictios  for cotton and  grounduuts s heing investigated. The
eredit  socicty ot Musawa is  worthy  of note, because 1t was
started by the District Head without any assistance from  the
Department.  The village eredit societies in the Iovin Provinee have
had to be dissolved, as aflter five vears they ave sl unable to do
anything towards the kecping of their accounts.

Consumoers” socicties ave steadily inercasing i number; at the end
of the yeay Ahere were eighteen of these, with four in process of
formation.  Four of these socictics are in secondary schools and
elementary training cenfres. and it is hoped that the pupils voing
out from them  witl prove usetul  propagandists  for the slm\ud
of co-operation. -

ashovtnge of stadfs pactUendarly in the Public Works Tropartinent, wlieh

bas Lo eortain extent hampered progeess. This sane shorfaee of stall

has also led 1o o deterforation in some of owr existing assets, notably
the great Trunk Roads on which the ceonomic sonmidiess of the 12 gon
will Tavgely depend. However, it docs at dast o 0 probabie that
reputable contractors are prepured to underlake vond coustruction and
trring in the Region s with theiv assistanee | hope we shadl solve o
problen which. T oeonfess, Tus given me some aisdely inoreeent years.

Much is being accomplizhed, hut it would be wrong to conclude that
theve is any room for complaceney. This time last year we had high
hopes of three mjor projects the Bornu Railway Extension. e
Botnu Deep Drilling., and the Shivoro Gorge Hydvo-Blectrie Scheme.
Now. a vear Liter. the Roilway extension has been cancelled and in
its place we have o plan for improving the voad from Kano to the
Teltnd tervitory boundary: the Bornu Deep Deilling continues to e
dogged by one misfortune after another: and the Shivoro Gorge scheme
ST requives muel further investigation. T is with this sort of thing
in mind. theu, that b osay theve s little room for complaceney.  On the
other hand, the detailed reports of departmiental development that T
have given vou will, | feel sure, convinee vou that muel is being done
in o multitude of «ireetions.

The Niger Agricultural Projeet at Mokwa continues to make souund
and steady progress.

In Seplember the Niger Agriealtural Project weleomed the visit of
a Mission sponsored by the Colonial Ofice whieh was investigating the
meclical preparation of Rama fibre, and placed buildings. cquipnient
and the praduction of a specinl Rama plotal its dispogal.

Tl Kontngora Agricultural Scheme hax made steady progrees in
spite of the inevitable teething troubles, and s now settling into its
stride. Three villages Tave heen extablished and (hree move aye being

cleared and huailt veady tor ceenpation this dry scason.

Dillicultics wee still being experienced with the catily, but with the
assistanee of the departments concerned and of WoALLT.R. they will
certainly be overcome. The N.B.P.DUB. wis sufliciently impressed
with the work alveady done and the great polentialities of the Seheme
to muke further grants fotalling £38.000 at its Decenmber meeting.

The Shendam Resetttement Scheme is now firmly established. There
are seven settlements in the centiad Bloek B and with the help of
additiondd stafi recently  posted to the area old settlements ecan be
consohidated and new oues planned, not only in Block B, but iu Blocks
A and C s well, During the course of the year politieal {roubles
disturbed the atmosphere, but it is hoped that these have been over-
come hy 1lis Bxeclleney agreeing to the creation of a new separate
Native Nuihority t\‘)r the Bloek B oresettlement avea.

The Jema'a Resettlomnent Schiawme has had a disappointing year.
;\gricu]turul conditions ave exceellent and all possible help hias been
given to the settlers but the Birom (for whom the seheme has so far
been reserved) lave shown o preuliar reluctance to take advantage of
it. evidenced by the fact that only three settlers came in 1951, Unless
the Birom vive ample evidence this year that they wish to take up this
rich and fortile area, the scheme will be thrown open to other land-
hungry farmers in 1953,

Lducation

Duving the past year there has Deen steady progress in all spheres
of educstional activity in the Northers Reefon. Changing conditions—
cocial, ceonomic and political-—have stimuluted in all classes a demand
for increased educational facilitics, and expansion is controlled only by
the output of traincl teachers.  Recruitment of Senior Service staff has
heen satisfactory, though there is still a number of vacancies; four more
Junior Service stali have been promoted Fdueation Otficers, making a
{otal of cleven i the North, There is still, however,  shortage of
suitably-quaiificd Afrvican techers toostafl the Secondary and Middle
Schools and Teacher Training Centres.  The Regional Inspectorate,
appointments fo which are anticipated carly in 1952, should ensure
co-ordination of cffort and an all-round improvement in standards ab

all levels.

There were two evenls of major importance during the year, the
first being the Report of the Committee appointed to survey comparative
standards in schools in the three Regions. as a result of which proposals
for a re-orientation of the Middle School system were formulated. The
cccond was the visil of an Educational Study Group, sponsoved by the
Colonial Office, and under the leadership of Dr Jeffrey, Head of the
lostitule of Education. Loudon University. The areas visited by the
Study Group in the limited time at their disposal cnabled them to
obtain a general impression of the edu sational problems with which the
Region is confronted. and to diseuss these with Government Eduea-
tion Officcrs and  representatives of the Native Authorities and
Voluntary Agencies; their recommendations will be of counsiderable
value to those respousible for Fiducation in this Regien.

Under  the  Colonial  Developnieni and - Welfare  Development
Plan, all buildings at  Zavia  Secondary  School have now been
completed s Mubi Elementary Training Centre is  nearing  cow-
pletion: a  piped water supply s available ab Toro Elementary
Training Centre: the two Girls” Training  Centres at Maiduguri
and Kabba. and the Rural Edueation Centre at Bauehi should be ready
for opening i mid 1952, In order to speed up the building of Keffi
Secondary Nehool wd Elementary Training Centre, the work has
been put out io conirvact. Developuent  Funds made available to
Voluntary  Agencies  have enabted  them to proceed  with  their
programme of Teacher Training aud Sceondary  School expansion.
{'nder the Northern Region Supplementiary Plan. progress has been
to sonte exient retirded owing to lick of Public Works Departmen
supervisory staffs hut weveral of the new schools have been opened in

tem})umry quurters.






opened in  districts in which givls  have  hitherto been  shy
of appearing even to cujoy themselves, and this is symbolic of a general
stirring among women all over the North.

Technical Fducation has now heen virtually regionalised in ‘the
North, and the appuintment of a Chicf Tugpector of Education
(Technical) has resulted in o gencral speeding-np of development,

Satisfactory progress has heen made towards the completion of the
building construction progranme ai the Trade Centres at Kaduna,
Bukuru and Kano. There have been unavoidable  delays  and
difficultics due to searcily of skilled labour, intcritient shortages of
essentinl materials, ete., and excessive rains: in spite of these set-baclks
however the completion of current projects according to schedule s
being pressed with justifiable oplimism.

Good progress has also been made in the construction, renovation
and modernisation of Middle School ITandicraft Centres at Kano,
Zaria, Yola aund Sokolo, and additional provision and preliminary
arrangements have been made in the current schedule to proceed with
Centres at Bida and Tlorin.

The Trade Cenfre, Kaduna, now in its sixth year of operation,
turned out forty-two skilled tradesmen who completed their
apprenticeship in the Trades of General Mechanic, Carpentry and
Bricklaying, all of whom qualificd and were awarded Certificates of
Apprenticeship. Tt is gratifying to rccord that before leaving the
Trade Cenfre all of them were placed in employment. Government
Departments and industry benefitted accordingly; more apprentices
would undoubtedly have accepted employment with their Native
Administrations had the terms offercd been more closely related to their
qualifications. As one of the main objects ¢ chnical training in this
Region is to build up a body of skilled Novthern artisans, the creation
of which js essential to the development of the country, it is hoped that
Native Authoritics will in future offer sufliciently generous salaries to
the products of the Trade Centves, thereby attracting the hest men.

Adult Education, under the general divection of the Regional Adult
Education Officer, assisted by Special Duty Officers in the Provinces,
has made further advanees during the year; manv new classes have
been opened, and the sale of vernacular literature has jncreased. A
Committce has been appointed tn co-ordinate the activities of the varions
agencies engaged on Adult Tducation work, and the setting up of a
Regional Titerature Committer is  under consideration. Two  out-
standing problems are the production of vernacular literature on a
much wider seale, and distribniion.

Finance
Che yemarkable expansion in the rovenues of Nigeria has continue
. Iz Thie g 1o - e 3 gl
throughout 1951, This has heen Iargels the result of world conditions,
including the rearmament programmes of the Western demoeracios

which have maintained, and in some cases ineveased, the high prices
prevadling for Nigeria's primarvy products. Tu these civcumstances the
Central Government was able (o malke the Reglon its biggest allocation
of revenue sinee the ineeption of the Richards Constitudion. The
allocation of L3.727.180 was £G13.180 more than that made in the
previons yvear and as aovesull ol this marked inercase in revenue, the
Region was able {o budget for a sirplus of L151.701, or approximately

four and a hall pev eent of its tolal revenue.

Over et years (he Region has buill up substantial surplus
Lalanees which have been eredited 1o a0 Revenue Balance Account where
they are available for capital «oponditure.  In 1948-49 the Region
saved nearly balf a million poonds, n 1919-50 a further quarter of
a million pounds and in [950-51 more than a quarter of a million
pounds.  So that at the begiuning of the financial year 1951-52 the
Region had an accumulated swplus balauce of over one million pounds.
It must, however, be remembered that these savings reflect in large
measnre the shortage of wmaterials and skilled personncl requived for
the implementation of the Regiom’s heavy programme of capital works.

Tt will be remembered that in August 1950 an cxpert Commission
visited the North during its investigation of the financial relationship
of the Centre and the Regions. The Report of this Committee was
published i April 1951 and it was subsequently cousidered by
a Committee of Sixteen, comprising representatives of the three Regions
and of T.agos, which met under the Chairmanship of the Financial
Secrctary. The Report of this Committee to His Excellency the
Governor was considered by Government and recommendations were
made to the Seerctary of State. These rccommendations, which
received the approval of Jlis Majesty the King, were embodied in the
Nigeria (Revenue Allocation) Order in Council which was published
ou the 7th of December, 1951.

The Reveute Allocation Commizion’s plan was designed to provide
{he Regions with vevenues of their own and with an allocation from
the revenues of the Nigerian Government, to be based on the three
principles of Derivation, of Needs and of National Tuterest.  The most
important arrangements  which  the  Comumission  proposed  may
be sumwarvised as follows:-—

operation hus been maintained with A.O. Nigeria Limited su thewr
lead-zinc prospecting north of the Benue River.  Hydrological
investigation Las continued to featurc inrgely in departmental activities
and advice has heen given in the loestion of well, horehole, and reservoir
sites.

A Conferciee of Directors of West African Geological Suvveys wae
held at Jos in February under (he elinivmanship of the Chiel Sceretury,
West Africau Council, and was attended by delegates and observers
from Dritish and French West Afvican Colonics and from the United
Kingdom and France.

Labour

The Northern Regional activitics of the Department woere extended
by the appointment to the Regivnal Office, Kaduna, of a L.ibour Officer
(Trade Uniens), und for a period « Labour Inspector to the Toy Labour
Office, Lhe wain dutics of the Labour Inspector buing to carry out
inspections wnder the Falr Wages Clause in the Jos avea.

The Lobour Officers ut Jos, Kuno and Minna, working under the
control of the Semior Labour Officer. continue to be responsible for
the work of the Department in their distriets, and the Employment
Exchange ut Jos serving the Platean Province deals witl} the
registration of employed and unemployed workers and the filling of
vacancies notified by employers. As the work connected with the
resctbloment of cx-servicemen deereased all outstation rusettlement
offices with the cxeeption of those at Jos, Kaduna, Kano and Minna
were closud down.  The numbher of ex-serviemen on the Live Registers
in the Northern Provinces bad fallen to 431 at the end of November.

Lobour Officers continue to advise cuployers and workers regarding
the staiutory requirements affveting labour und carry out inspectious
of industrial and other establishments.

in the districts scheduled as labour health areas, lavour vuuups wers
mspected  to ensure eowplinmee  with  the Lobour Health  Arcas
Regulations. These Regulations ove being redrafted. and in order to
bring to light any practical difficultivs or anomalics consultations ave
proceeding with offierrs of ihe ;\.L’hninistration,l Medical  Oflicers,
eraployers aud wade wuion vepreseutatives,  During No\'@}l}%uf the
Commissioncr of Labour visited Jos to continue the discussions and
(o obtain frst band ivformation ju one of the avcas must coieerned.

Thirlcen trade disputes wers notified up to the end of November.
Of these, cleven mvolved stoppage of work for periods from one hour
o two days. In two of the disputes the workers conceaned were
demissed ond dn e otler enses settloment was veached with the help
of Labour Officers. Throughont Nigevia  the Vgo-slow” of  the
lovoriiot v cdvivers which started ot wiidnieht en o Ml December,

continued uwntil after Chuistmas.

The Tabour Officer (Trade Unions) posted {o the Northern Region
is chicfly concerncd with advice and guidanee to union officials and
members on functions, organisation and procedure. Tt is hoped that
the considerable trade union expericnee of this oflicer will lelp towards
a better understanding of the conduct of union affairs and the
accompanying responsibilitics.  In addition to general contact with
mdividual organisations, talks have been and will continue to be given
to trade union vepresentatives.  Broadeasts eaplaining the functions and
respousibilities of trade unions are also being arranged.

Delegates of the International Confederation of Free Trade Unions
visited Jos and Kano where opportunitics were afforded for them to
meet employers and representatives of trade unions and to visib
industrial establishments.

In September, Mv Carruthers, Whitley Couneil Adviser of
the Dlnistry of Tabour gnd National Service, gave an address on
Whitley Council methods and procedure to about 150 members of trade
unions operating in Kaduna. During November the Labour Officer
(Training) from the Central Office, Lagos, presented a condensed
version of the Training Within Industry programme to senior officers
of the Secretariat and representatives of other Government departments.

Consideration is being given to the cxtension of Trade Testing of
skilled artisuns. At present, so far as concerns the Trade Testers of
the Department of Labour, this is confined to the testing of unemployed
workers. The possibilitics of extending to include the testing of those
i employment and the issue of a generally accepted certificate
of competence are being explored.

Provincial Wage Committees met periodically to review the effect
of the cost of living on the rates of pay of daily-rated workers and in
several cases vecommendations for upgrading were approved.

Legal

To so far as the activities of the Tegal Department attached to
the Northern Region ave concerned, it would be true to say that, in
addition to the normal work of the department much time and thought
has been  dirvected to the satisfactory solution of the complicated
teehnical Tegal problems inlierent in the constitutional changes brought
about Ly the Nigeri (Constitution) Order in Couneil, 1951,

Probably in wo Region have these problems presented such difficulty,
and yet the smoothness with which the eleetions have been conducted
and all the changes brought about is a happy indication of the manner
i which the peeuliav difficultics obtaining in the Northern Region
have been met by the constitutional Iegislaition.

The new office of TLegal Reeretary was created by the Nigeria
(Conxtitution)y Order in Couneil, 1951, and with a view to the extra
bardens that will fnevitably be imposed upon the department as a
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result of the constitutional changes, two Crown Counsels in addition to
the Legal Sccretary will, it is Tioped. be permanently stationed in thL
Region in future—onc as heretofore in Kaduna, and the othcr at Jos
to take charge of the Legal work emavating from Adamawa, Bornu,
Bauchi, Benue and Plateaun Provinees.  The office at Jos was opened
in November 1951,

Degpite unavoidable shortage ol stali in 1951 it has been possible
for Crown Counsel personally to conduct a large number of the niore
important criminal prosecutions  and other litigation on  vehalf
of Covernmeni. An example of this wax the appearance of the Acting
Senior Crown Counsel before the El Dunia Fire Commission m Kano

in May and June 1951

Marine

There have been no major developments in this department dun:ng
the year. Normal activitics have conlinucd and include the opcrat}on
and maintenance from Tokoja of two Diesel launches, two vchicle
lightevs and ten poling barges. The vehicle ferries “Shauahal'l” and
“Oloma’’ have both heen overhauled at Lokoja, the former having new
¢ngines instatled, and one new poling barge is under'coustlluction. New
buoys are under construction for use, when reguired, in the Rocky
section of the Niger River which has been buoyed adequately throughout
the year. The River Benue was cleared of snags by a Waterway Party
in June and July for a distance of over 500 miles.

Medical and [lealth

This is the fivst year of the revised Five Year Tlan, and the past
twelve months have seen a continuance of many building projects of
the Medical Department carried on from previous years.

The new Birnin Kcbbi Hospital though finished is not yeb in use,
as the Junior Slafl quarters are still uncompleted and an adequate water
supply has not yet been made available. R

The re-building and cxtensions of Bauchi Hospital are near comple-
tion, and several of the new buildings, including Junior Staff quarters,
have been occupied. L is hoped that the Tuilding programme will he
completed by the end of the financial year.

Work on re-building the Tokoja Tlospital on a new site has starbed
and is progressing well,

The new lspital at Mubi fn Trust Tervitory of Adamawa Provinee
has begun to take shape and should be completed in another twelve
months’ lime.

New wards have been built at Offa and also at the Maiduguri and
ases Tlospitals, while new Operating Theatres with

N-Ray roows attached have heen completed o1 are neaviug complelion
at Kafanchan, Maiduguri and Katsina. Other cssentinl Hospital
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buildings such as Maternity wards, Admivistrative and Out-Patient
blocks, Tsolation wards, and Junior Stafl quarters are in hand, or have
heen  completed, at Kano. Kafauchan and Yola. Zaria General
flospital is Deing provided witle water-Lorae sanitation.

Work on the Alission Hospitals at Bambur, Numan and Lassa is
steadily progressing, while Mkar Hospital has added a Maternity ward to
its already extensive medieal factlities.

Work on (he three ¢ Conthined 77 Hospitals at Oturkpo, Shendam
and Nguru schoeduled o begim (his year has unfortunately not yet
begun although funds are available and building sites approved.

Hadejta Native Administration  Hospital hccame a  Government
vesponsibility  in April 1951, while Idah Native Administration
Hospital is Leing taken over in April 1952,

The Rural Ilealth Centre at Kankiya i Katsina Province has now
been completed hut quarters for the Medical Officer and the Health
Sister vemain to be built. The building of a sccond Rural Health
Centre has been stacted at Argungu in Sckolo Provinee and this will
be a replica of the one at Kaukiya.

Lixcept for a few mivor items the new Dental Centre at Kano has
been completed.

Katsina Native Administration has erected a new building (Health
Olflice and Vital Statistics Officc). Sokoto Native Administration has
erccted a llostel for females training as Nurses and Health Visitors
at Sokoto Hospital.

The situation as regards Medical Officers has improved in recent
months. Kano 1lospital now has the services of a Surgica’ “p--" list,
and Special Grade Medical Officers (Clinical) have been pos  t  ‘ano
aud Jos.

Hospitals at Maiduguri, Sokoto, Katsina and Jos have two Medical
Officers cach, while Touring Medical Officers will shortly be posted to
a few Provinees as zcon as quarters are provided.

A Medical Officer who has recently taken a course in Ophthalmology
15 now in Platean Provinee undertaking a preliminary survey into lye
Discases. It is proposed to build an Eve Clinic at Jos which will
eventually develop into an ¥ye Hoespital for the Region,

The appointment of [Tealth Sisters (one for every Provinee in the
Noarth) is complete, and already some of them have carried out valuable
work it the rural aveas.

A Sister Tutor (ABdwirery) has recently arvived i Kaduna to start
the training of Grade T Alidwives,

The situation as vegards Nursiug Sisters 3 still unsatisfactory,
although it Tas heen possible (o post one fo the wew Bauchi Hospitzlvl

for the fivst thne, The extensions Lo existing hospitals make the need
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for more Nursing Sisters imperative,  Shortage of female nurses and
midwives s still acutely felt, and it will be some years before the
situation can be expeeted to improve.

In the carly part of 1851 sixteen new ambulanees were reccived
in the Region. Five of these were purchased by various Native
Administrations (two by Sokoto, and one each by IKano, Adamawa
and Yaurn); the remainder were allocated {o hospitals at Kaduna, Zaria,
Birnin Kebbi, Kafsina, Maiduguri, Horin, Offa, Bida, Ldah, Liadejia
and Kafanehan,  Five more ambulances Lave now arvived.  Two are
being reserved for the new hospitals at I<efli and Mubi, while the other
theee are being offered {o various Native Administrations for use in
the rural areas. If any are nol taken up they will be used as
replacements by this department.

1t is pleasant to vecord that the Nigeria Central Council Branch of
the British Red Cross Society presented an wmbulance to the Medical
Department of the Northern Region for work in the Northern
Provinces. At present this vehicle is touring Zaria Province in the
charge of a IHealth Sister. Tater it will tour all the other Provinces
in the Region.

Eleetrie lighting sets have been allocated to Bida, Minna, Birnin
Kebbi, Gusau, Makurdi, Wukari, IHadejia, Bauchi and XKafauchan
Hospitals. None of these sets are yet installed owing to various
difficulties  which have arisen, the main one being shortage of
copper wiring. Operators have been engaged and are in training
at  the moment. The X-Ray scls  for the ahove-mentioned
hospitals, which became available in 1950, canuot be put into operation
until the lighting plants are working,

Final approval for the Assistant Medical Training School at Kano
is still awaited from the Secrctary of State. A Principal has already
been appointed and is in residence in Kano. Some cquipment from
the old Medical School at Yaba is available. Ouce approval of the
scheme is obtained it is hoped to start training candidates without
waiting for buildings to be completed by utilising as a temporary
measure some of the buildings of the new Infectious Discases Iospital
in Kano City.

Work has at last stavled on the new Nurses’ School and Hostel for
Nurses, Dispensary Altendants and Midwives at Kano, and it is hoped
that the buildings wil be completed in a few months’  ilne.
Unfortunately the cquipment ordered nearly {welve months ago is
rather slow in arriving.  Twenly-three students out of thirty-three
were successtul Ju the Marvch examination while another three passed
the October examination. At present  there are thirly students
(thirtcen Government and seventeen Native Administration).

A new laboratory block was completed at the School of Pharmaey,
Zarvia, in 19500 while two Northern Type Quarters for Junior Scrviee

Staff were evecled o 19510 The new TTostel has been completed and
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twentyodx sindents ave i restdenee, Following a three-vear cotree
students mav qualify ax Dispensers (Novthern Certifieate). During
1951 nine stadents obtained s qualilication.

The Northern Region daring the past live Dey Seasons has beconie

aceustomal fo the appearance of epidemies of meningitis, smadlpox aud

velapsing Tever on o vast seale, culminaling with the epidemic of
piendngitis o 10S00 wlhen i the firstosis omonths of the yvear g tatal
of 92961 cases were reported with IS wleaths, T s gratifying
1o record that 1951 has been comparatively free of epidemies. althoush

minor outhreaks did ocenr e toealised areas.

Severe locabised  cpidenites ol cerebro spiond meningitis were
reported front Pankshing Bauvehi Provinee, ool Adamawa. Katsina
and Kano Provinees also reported a marked uumber of cases, but
the vest of the Region only sporadic eases and minor outhbreaks
oecurred. I adl avens the loeal staff were able to deal with the
situation and the Field Units were not ealled upon for aid.  The total
number of cases reported i the Region up to the end of November was
3,353 with 1.390 deaths.

Jos and Bukuru areas had a sharp outhreak of smallpox with 408
cases and seventy-seven deaths.  Other arveas reporting mild outhreaks
were Pankshin, Azarve. Yola, Kano, Wukari, Maiduguri and Bauchi.
Vigorous vaceination campaigns were undertaken in the arcas affected.
The total namber of eases reported i the Region up to the end of
November was 7,102 with 1485 deaths.

Katsima again was  the  only  Provinee  which  veported  an
epidentie of relapsing fever. W\ tolal of 315 cases with seven deaths
occurred.

A mysterious epidemic ocenrred on the Plateau in the months of
September and October among the Pagans Tiving in the northemm part
of the Provinee.  The onset of the dinease was sudden, prostration
severe and jaundice marked ;s death ocenrrved hefween four to seven days.
Yellow Fever and otlier farms of infectious discases causing Jaundice

were ruled out by mvestigntions and it is now assumed that the epidemie

Y

was due to food intoxieation of unknown ovigin.  Samples of the staple
dict have been fown (o the United Kingdom for further investigation.
I was ot found pessible to eount the nnmhber of cases which occurred,
bt it s estimated that the disease eaveied o 50 per cent mortality.
For want of a firm dingnosis the disease has been referred 1o as Jow
Jaundiee,

For some weeks only one full-time Medical Officer was available
for ficld work for both the Sleeping Sickness Service and the Field
Units, and work had to be largely restricted to vaccinations and other
voutine Jutics.  The staff situation tu this serviee has sinee improved
considerably.  Fach of the four Medical Field Units in Sokoto, Bornu,
Platcau and Benue now has a Medieal Officer.  All units are under-
taking surveys to estimate the incidence of and the damage caunsed by
the more important epidemic  diseases, such as malavia, venereal
diseases, bilbarzia, worm infestations, food deficiencies and anaemia.
Only on accurate knowledge acquired f{rom many such surveys can a
balanced rural health service be planned.  Units are now undertaking
or plauning environmental hygiene in sclected areas.

Valnable assistance  has Dbeen given by D K. G0 Berry. a
nialacologist loaned through E.C..A. from the United States’ Public
Health Serviee for the study of the molluscae of the Region.

The  control of sleeping  sickness by means of  treatment and
prophylactic drugs has continued.  Since January, about 600,000
people  have  been  cxamimed by feams and individual - dispensary
attendants,  and 2,000 new  cases  diagnosed. A fresh ocanvrence
of sleeping sickucss was detected in the castern part of Kano Provinee
and wbout 200000 people have so far been examined in Mallunaduri
and Nuvo distviets of Hadejin Eoieates I the Salin and Rahama
distriets o DBavehi infeetion rvates seem {o be iner wsing,  probably

Meteorological Serviee

The Nigerian Meteorological Scrvice forms part of the British
West African Meteorological Services, and Is under the control of the
Divector.  British  West  African Meteorological  Serviees, who  is
stationed in Tagos.

There is a Meteorological Forecast Office ab Kano Aerodrome, which
was normally staffed by four Assistant Mcleorologists and fifteen Junior
Staff.  Meteovological reporting stations were maintained at Torin,
Minna, Kaduna, Potiskum. Maidugwri, Jos. Yola, Makurdi aud Tokoja
on a twenty-four hour basis, cach station heing staffed by four or
sometimes five junior stall; reporting stalions on a twelve hour basis
were maintained at Sokoto., Katsina, Yelwa. Bida, Bauchi, Ibi and
Ngurn. each station belug manned by two junior staff.

- The Meteorological reporting stations make continuous obsevvations

Eoam elad o report anothier deervise fn sevions evime throughou
the Region. The statistios for petly erinte nvestigated hy the Nigevia
Police, however, continue ta show an upward trend. The main eause
of this seems (o he the sapid growth of towns and the consequent Iarger
aveis Tor e Police to patvol. There has been were political aetiviy
in the Novth than last vear particularly at Kano, and three persons
were charged and convicted for sedition. No Police weve sent out of
the Region to assist detachiments o either the Western or Fastern
Regions. A few extra police however were drafted o the Kabha
Provinee 1o deal with o minor disturbance there.

Accommodation for the Nigeria Police is still unsatisfactory in many
stadions, although it is steadily being remedied.  Plans are now in hand
to aceclerate buildings and generally to improve the housing position.

The eflicieney of the Native Authorities Police Foree is improving

steadily.  Those at Kano and Jos have had the henefit of supervision”

by Superior Police Oflicers for some years. The co-operation between
the  Nigervia o Police Foree  and the Native  Authorities  Police
elsewhere has boen as smooth as ever.  Tn Kano, the mounted section
of twenty-cight men, i charge of a sergeant, have proved mvaluable
for controlling crowds.

The Northern Police College maintained its high standard and o
new training programme was introduced.  The appointment of a Chief
Tuspector enabled a close cheek to be kept on the progress of each
veeruit.  The standard of cducation required to cnter the College has
Limited the numbers admitted, but 379 vecruils passed ont of the
College during the year. The traiming of a Hmited number of Native
Authorities Police continued and great benefit has been felt as a result.
It s hoped carly this vear 1o start classes for hoys in Eunglish and
general knowledge and this will no doubt vaise the standard of reeruils
i the future.

The Refresher Course Rehool for the North. of five separate classes
ol varfors ranks Logan it [oll function as a training school ou 18 April.
1951, Each course lasts five months and  there 38 a4 turnover of
fwenty-six men a month.

A cuecessful combined Miliiary aud Police Tattoo was held on {he
College ground in Novewbher. T was viewed by a large erowd wha
appreciated its novelty, A runm of over €80 was ooll(‘:-tod and paid
to the Britsh Empive Socicty Fuad for the Blind.

Posts and Telegraphs

New Post Offices were built and occupied at Katsina, Bukuwru and
Potiskum and new Postal Agencies have been opened at Akerri. Bajoga
and Kutura., New ageneies have also been approved, but not yet
opened. at cight further wlaces and applications for another seven
agencies are under investigation.  The delay in the opening of approved
ageneies has heon caused by the searcity of essential fittings and equip-
ment and so far as the agencies under investigation arve concerned,
considerable difficulty is experienced jn some cases in obtaining the
services of suitable agents.

The extension of telephone  trunk services {o Sokoto has been
completed and an intermediate telephone eall office was opened duving
the year al Talata Mafara. Carrier tclephone working has  been
extended to Oshogho and Lagos. A new telegraph cireuit between Kano
and 1hadan was introdueed and duplex working has started between
Kano and Nguruw. A teleprinfer civenit from Kaduna to Lagoes was
opened i December and is working satisfactorily. The mmstallation of
aonew oxchanee at Kano has just been stavted and the switehbourd
extension at Kaduna, which will eater for more lines, has been partially
complefed.

Statistios reveal an inerease inall classes of postal business. and in
addition fo the new  telephone-telegraph services already nientioned
new or improved mail serviees have been intvoduced al a number of
places.

he inereased accordingly.

During  the twelve months ended  30th Septomber.s 1951, over
a thousand jobs were dealt with, using twenty-five tons of paper which
produced  approximately 1277000 forms and  pages, nccessitating
2,051,000 impressions from the machines. Tt is expeeted that in future
even greater demands will be made upon the Press and Members will
appreciate that work in conncelion with the Regional [ouses alonc
will constitute a formidable commitment.

A small Typewriter Repair Depot will be opened at the bheginning
of 1952 where stmple repair and maintenance work will he carried out,
while major work of renovation and intricate repair will continue to
be dowe at Apapa. A Stationery Supply Depot has been opened
during the year and will prove of increasing advantage to the Region
as the supply position improves and more regular and plentiful
deliveries become available.

Prisons
The only Government prisons in the Region now ave those at Kaduni
and Jos. Treatment  of  offenders at these  prisons coulinues  In
aceordance with modern practice and is aimed al the reformation of
the character and the eventual veturn of the offtuder as a wseful member
of socicty.  During the period under review discipline has been well
maintained and no ineidents of o serious nature avose.

Owing to stafi difficultics 1t has unfortunately not been possible
to provide a reliel for the Inspector of Prisons who went on leave iu
April, and the imspection of the fiftyv-six Native Administvation prisons
m the Region, which Native Authorvities have found so helpful in the
past, has thevefore tamporarily lapsed.  Bvery effort will he amade
soon as possible.

Both the Kaduna and the Jos Government Prisons now have well
stocked libraries and their amenities such as the Barnings Sclieme and
Educational Classes are much appreciated.  The Earnings Scheme has
been found {o be an excellent ineentive to good conduct.

Counstruction of the Minimwm SRecurity  Prison at Kakuri, near
Kaduna, las proceeded satisfactorily wnd a number of buildings are
now compicte. The first fifty prisoners, mostly iradesmen. will be
transterred (heve shortly to continue the building progvanime.  This
prison is designed to hold 500 prisoners: 300 acres of lnnd have been
set aside and it ds intended that the + mates will eventually cultivate
this land with @ view to the camp beerning self-supporting in foodstuffs.

Public Relations

During the year every Provinee was visited at least once by the
Regional Public Relations Officer, the Assistant Regional Public
Relations Officer or an Assistant Publicity Officer and in many cases
by more than oue ofiicer. This tourmg is thought to he one of the
most valuable activivies of the department as officers are able to form
contacts througiout the Region aud {o become personally known to a
very large number of people. Almost invariably touring officers take
with them full cinema equipment, public address equipment and film
strip projectors and it is very seldom that a cinema show is not given
by the accompanying projectionist at all places where a night stop is
made.

Every cliovt is made to attend agricultural shows, the cercmonial
opening of schools, dispensavies, cle., and whenever possible Officers
accompanied Ifis Iixcellency the Governor and His Honour the Chief
Commissioner on occasions when they toured in the Region.

Whilst on tour officers have held mectings as frequently as possible
i order {o speak on Government policy, development. and current
cvents and {o answer questions. A considerable number of interesting
photographs are taken on tour. many of which appear i the Press.

There are now four main newspapers published in the Region,
the Daily Comet at Kano, the Nigerian Citizen and the Gaskiya Ta
i Kwabo at Zaria, and the Novthern Advocate weekly at Jos. In
addition there are three news sheets published in connection with (he
Adult Literacy Ciumpaign by the Gasliya Corporation, Jekadiya, in
Hausa forfuightly, Nwavnger U Tiv in Tiv monthly for the Tiv Native
Authorities aud Mbishiv {started towards the end of he year) in
Kanuri for the Bornu Native Authorities.

The administration of the Land Scttlement Otlicer’s school at Kano
was taken over from the Native Administration on Ist April and the
school is now entirely staffed by Survey Department personnel. During
the year twelve land settlement officers and ten chainmen have attended
courses at the school and two Hausa survey assistants have been given
preliminary training.

Bvery activity of the department has been hampered by shortace
of staff and by lack of office accommodation. The situation was eased
slightly by the arrival of four surveyors from Eugland who will in
a short time be available to supervise and train the young and
inexperienced African field staff, but the junior service technical staff
is still 27 per cent below strength. A new office was completed at
Makurdi and funds were allocated for the construction of a new drawing
office which should reduce the present bottleneck at Kaduna.

Re-armament held up the supply of essential instruments to some
extent but just enough were recvived to equip the growing field staff.

Tu spite of shortages the activities of the department have continued
repidly to expand. A small topographical drawing office was
cstablished at Waduna in September. By the end of the year it had
produced six new map sheels on a scale of 1/62,500 from the air
photographs taken by the Royal Air Force in 1950, and it is expected
that in 2 short time the output of this office will not be less than four
new map sheets per month.  Field parties are engaged in the establish-
ment of ground control for a further forty-cight sheets in the Shendam
and Gombe arcas.  These maps arve required for development purposes
and Dby the Geological Survey and will be produced half by the Kaduna
office and half by the Directorate of Colonial Surveys in London.

West Alrican Institute for Trypanosomiasis Research

Ou previous occasions I have given some account of the progress
made in the development of the West Afvican  [Institute  for
Trypanosomias’s Research, which with its headquarters and lahoratories
in this Region is designed to serve the needs of the four West Afvican
Colonics. On (his oceasion I am glad to be able to rveport that all
arrangements in conucetion with the setting up of this new vescarch
organisation have unow been completed and that the Institute was
formally opened by His Exccllency the Governor ou the 3lst Jaunuary,
1951,

The Tustitute has been established by Ovdinance as an mdepondont,
body, the management of which is vested in a Statutory Committee
composed of represeuntatives of the Scerelary of State for the Colenies
and the four West African Governments, including one represenfative
from the Northern Region of Nigeri,

At the present time the Institute has a full complement of senior
serviee stafl and good progress has been made with the recruitment and
training of local personnel for teehnical and other duties. Tt has heen
possible, during the past yvear, for a strong team of scientific workers
with their teehnical assistants {o make a satisfactory beginning ou the
ambitious programme of rescarch which lies ahead.

Tutensive studies have heen carvied oul on the species of {setse known
to he vesponsible for  the dissemination  of  human  and  aninal

trypanoromiass i the Northern Region, These and allied invest
Lions are expected to have an important beaving on the measures (o be
adopted for the elimination of tsetse lies over large areas of this Region
i the immediate future, and for which financial provisien has alveady
been made.  In this aud other work of o similir nature we are
fortunate n having the hest technieal advice available at our Novthern

Capital.

The results of some of the experinental work initiated in the fiold
Jduring the period of construction of the Inbordories have now hecome
available.  The new deag Antrveide has been subjected to carefully
coutrolled experiments aned we now kunow what may be expected of it
under Toeal conditions. TC has been shown that when used to protect,
cattle fn loealities where only the riverine specivs of tsetse ave present,
this dyue affovds a high degree of profvction to Tulani cattle if
adniinistered ot intervads not exceeding seventy days. Unfortunately
other experinents have shown that the e satisfactory resulls cannal
be aclieved fn the presence of the more dangerous woodland specie:
of tsetse, but it has heen shiown that Antryeide, when admimstered & v
the treatment of aunimals suffering from trypanosomiasis, can be relied
upon fu cffeet w complete cure i nearly all cascs. These results mark
a distinet advanee in the prevention and cure of animal trypanosomiasis.
Meanwhile, experiments with another group of drugs (the phenan-
thidinum scrics) have been carrvied out and, while satisfactory results
were  achioved  with  (wo  of  them, their administration  was
associated  wil a higher degree of toxicily 1han was observed in
the case of Antvyeide.  Recently the discovery of a mew drug,
at present known as ‘528”7, has been announced by Dr Lourie working
at Oxford University, aud a supply of this drug is now on its way to
the [lustitute for laboratory and field trials under West African
couditions.

Purther work has been dove on drigs for the prevention and cure
of human slecping sickness witl cneouraging results.  Variations were
observed in the eflicacy and toxicity of different batches of some of
these drugs bul arrangemenis have mnow been made for their
standardisation. and fresh supplics of standardised products are uow
on their way from the United Kingdom. A new preparation kunown
as ‘““‘Msb’’ is shortly to be subjected to trial as a prophylactic for the
human disease. while other experiments ave now being undertaken with
pentamidine whieh has already shown great promise as a prophylactic.

[ carrying out drug trials for the prevention and cure of hoth
human awd animal {rypanosominsis the Tostitute has worked in the
closest co-opuration with our Medical and Veterinury Departments, and
we may be sure that a continuation of this close collaboration will
produce [ar veaching ¢ffects on the well-being of the people of this
Region and on their animal hushandry.
