In this particular instance we 
are dealing with the whole ~uestion or a re~ubli­
can Constitution ror the Federation,

Hon, Members have earlier indicated their 

consenf that ·thi's country should give itselr a 
~republican -Constit~t~n.m=J ~rere~to~the adoptio~ 
by this Hquse of the White Paper to efrect 
constitutional changes, The constitutional changes 

. were broadly outlined in the White Paper~ Both 
the Constitution or the Federation and our own 
constitution are in ract based on those broad 
outlines. We have thererore earlier implied consent 
to this Motion, 

I am certain that Hon. Members realize the 
importance or this resolution, Similar resolutinns 
are being considered in the Legislatures or 
Eastern and Western Niger ia, This is thererore 
an appropriate moment for me to speak orthe need 
for unity . in this country~ ·Too often we are 
preoccup'ied with examining the differences 
between us rather than ·the ractors that unite us, 
Among these factors I count the Rivers Niger and . 
Benue, the road, railway and communications systems, 
our op~_E:ing~ to the\' outside _ _!l'o:pl_~,- the ports of 
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Lagos and Port Harcourt, and Kano aii']?ort. ·Each 
port of the country depends on the other for one 
se~ice or another, and for one ty9e of product or 
another. Even the number of years we have been 
~ormally together has produced a great and wonder­

.fUl ~ifying effect. It is no longer possible 'to 
imagine a Nigeria that is composed of anything less 
than its present territory. We may from this time 
have our problems, difficulties and differences. 
But what country has not? · 

· ·- I wish to state categorically my -beiief i~ 
the unity of this country for there are far more 
things that unite us than things that divide us. 
Our path to salvation lies in co-operation. Only 
thus can this country make the tremendous pr~sa 
called for in the coming -years. I have stated the-se 
views because I am convinced that on the eve of 
our entering into a Republican era there is need 
for the leaders to reappraise their stand and 
manifest their beliefs. I believe in the future 
of this country based on mutual co-operation, 
mutual respect and mutual understanding.; Mr. 
Speaker, Sir, I am sure Hon. Vembers will agree 
with this Motion, I therefore beg to move.

less than twelve days from'-today Nigeria will become a 
Republic and whence the Queen ceases to be a member of 
not only this Honourable House but indeed of all the 
other legislatures of the Federation. But whatever 
political bitterness we may have against our former 
colonial masters one thing is certain that this country 
will ever remain indebted to the British people fer 
training us in the art of parliamentary government and 
leaving behind a stable and united government with 
efficient and incorruptible civil service with the 
British sense of justice and fair play. This legacy 
is a notable heritage which we cherish so highly. However 
it is rather linfortuna te that in spite of this · fine 
record ci:f ' the British we alw;ays recollect the evils 
they have done to this country which might well have 
made one speak of Shakespear's maxim: "The evil that men 
do lives after them, The good is oft interred ~th their 

bones." Commenting on the constitution , section 59 
offers a great challenge to all nationalists in this 
country. The section reads that the business of 
Parliament shall be conducted in English. To accept 
this challenge we must evolve a national language 
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which shall be used in ~he Federal Parliament \alongsi~e 
with Er1glish so that in 10 to 15 years the English will 
give way. Of t he m~in languages in the country today 
Hause will be the best choice because besides its being 
widely spo~en throughout Africa it is now more or less 
the Lingua l Franca of Nigeria if not of West Africa. 
To .make Hatisa our- national and official language it i s 
t l1erefore im9erative that it must be taught in all 
schools in the Federation. It is most wise and proper 
that in the ~mended constitution before the House the 
Prime Minister shall not be removable from office by the 
President unless he noL "longer commands the support of 
the majority of the members . of the House of Representa­
tives as a result of vote o:f no confidence in the 
Government secured on the :floor of the House o:f Repre~ 
sentatives. Thus, the Prime Minister's position is 
secured against whims and caprice o:f indiscreet 

"Politicians who are highly I unpredictable ! and whose 
'feelings can easily be st:i.rrea up oy mere sentiments . 
Judging this statement against the baclcground of t :1e 
recent incident in the Western Region, it is but mos t 
becoming and wise to adopt such constitutional measures 
o:f ~ecurity to s a feguard the o:f:fice o:f the Prime Minister, 
and t hose o:f his counterparts in the Federation. Refer­
ring members to Section 111 (2), (a) & (b), the Judges 
o:f the Supreme Court shall consist o:f the Chief Justice 
o:f Nigeria and such number o~ Justices o:f the Supreme 
Court, not being less ·than :five, as may be prescribed 

~-- by Parliament,-I.should-the~e:for~ -l ike to suggest tha t 
the Grand Kadi o:f the Sharia Court o:f Northern Nigeria 
shall be appointed one o:f the justices o:f the Supreme 
Court, notwithstanding the provisions under section 
112 (2),&(b). This suggestion will, I hope, be welcome 
by the other regions in the interest of the.unity o:f 
Nigeria because some o:f the cases coming before the 
Supreme Court :from Northern Ni geria involve complicated 
legal issues o:f Islamic Jurisprudence. This suggestion 
I think will provoke some ' o:f our young lawyers but the 
interest o:f the millions o:f moslems must be protected. 

Before t aking my seat I must register may disagree-
ment with the suggestions made by some members of the 
Federal Parliament that the Senate and the Houses of 
Chiefs in the Regions· as well as the Regional Courts o:f 
Appeal be scraped off as they are mere appendages incur­
ring an unnessary burden over the taXpayers. As far as 
the North is concerned our chiefs are held in the most 
esteemed_posi tion and they have contri.buted in no lesse~ ._ 
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degree to the political devel~pment to this country tlian 
any politician that one can imagine o~.

They have put us ·on the right 
footing and led us along the right path, and I am 
sure that even generations to come will not forget ­
what they have done ror us. Now you have been 
talking on the need ,of having a ligua franca f'or 
Nigeria, which of course, is often talked about 
loosely; I think. in the Federal House. Rausa, I 
can _assure you, is not a lingua franca in Nigeria 
only, but in many places I have visited outside 
Nigeria, I have found people who could speak it. I . 
have toured most pa~ts or the Middle East, and accross 
the Sahara and wherever I went I had tried to get 
somebody to interprete what I was trying_ to say.

THE MINISTER OF EDUCATION (Alhaji the Hon, Isa Kaita, 
Wazirin Katsina ): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I am very grate­
ful to members who have spoken on the various points 
concerning my Ministry. The hon. Mr. Uhe s aid in this 
hon. House tha t there is discrimination in schools in 

_his Province. Mr. Chairman, Sir, I see no discrimina­
t i on 1nadmit t]:ii'g""pupirs"'i'r i:5iif"'t he -Provine e to the 
institutions in their :province . Children of the 
Province are suppose to go to the institutions which 
are established to serve the Province. I see no 
reason why a Secondary School should be built exclu­
sively for the use of the Idomas and the Tivs alone 
and the Idoma s should not be allowed admission in such 
an ins titution wherea s t he school is meant for the 
Province . I therefore s ee no discrimination in allow­
ing :pupils from Idoma to be admitted in the institu­
tions which belong to the whole Province. If they 
number t wenty or thirty they can all be admitted i n 
one class . 

Honourable Mr . Afolayan r a ised the ~ues t ion 
of grant to Boarding Primary Schools. Well , this 
gr ant is being progressively reduced and by 1965 i t 
would stop altogether and these schools will either 
be turned i n t o Teacher Training Colleges or Secondary 
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Schools. We have already started this . 

Honourable Mr. Shaahuspoke about double-streaming 
of classes in Seconda ry School s and Teacher Tra ining 
Colleges. This is our present policy. We are double­
streaming Secondary Schools ·and Teacher Tra ining Col­
leges as far as we c an and as f ar as funds are avail­
able.

M. MUHAMMED NURA ALKALI (Tudun Wada Kino): In ­
supporting this Bill before the House, I have 
something to say and I hope that the hon, Minister 
of Health will put his eyes closely and do something 
helpful,

over the Kano City Hospital in July this year , 
foll owing the Muffett inq_uiry report, the people of 
Kano are really happy with the Government notice of 
1st J ul y 1963 that there is no more fees t o be pa id 
at the Hospital. But now there is 5/- Ambulance 
fees being paid, while the Kano Native Authority 
never collected such amount when the Hoso ital was 
under her control, -

Secondly, Sir, the people are really against 
closi:ng Private Wards which a~e :used_ for very 
im) ortant personalities·; District Heads , etc.' Oh 
this, Sir, I will again appeal to the Minister for 
re-opening these Private Wards as they were before. 
Thirdly, Sir, I am also appealing to the hon. Minister 
to warn two Specialist at . the same Hospital to stop 
Private Practice to some Lebaneese and Syrians in 
the Hospital during duty hours, leaving the other 
pa tients in sickness up to so many hours without 
treatment which is really resulting in f ailure t o 
treat some of the patient s in time, which c auses 
heavy trouble for them, and the Hospital itself 
has been established for their o\vn benefit . 

(~ffi. CHAIRMAN: This is a general a llegation which we 
always hear during a general debate about private 
practice, I have always tried to rule such a lle­
gation on point of order . Unless you have any 
specific point in view, you should not make a 
general allegation); !Thank you Mr. Cha irman , I 
know that the Hospital ha s been established for the 
benefit of the people of Kano and I am a Member for 
Kano, therefore I have to say something about the 
Hospital. In~c·onclusion;-Sir ;- -I "hope that the hon , 
Minister of Health will do something on these three 
points, because I can remember that during the last 
Session when I spoke about something which wa s 
goffing on in that Hospital, the hon, the forme r 
Minister of Health told me tha t this Hospital is 
under Native Authority's control but now the 
controller is the Government, With the se, Sir, I 
beg to take my seat. (applause).
