The Egyptian Government preserves an absolute right
respecting the taxation of all other articles. The
regulations and tarifications of such other articles shall
be applicable to British subjects under the same condi-
tions as to natives or to foreigners the most favoured in
that respect.

The duties ad valorem levied in Egypt on goods the
produce or manufacture of the gnited Kingdom of
Great Britain and Ireland shall be calculated on the
value at the place of shx;lpment or purchase of the object
imported, with the addition of the cost of transport,
including insurance necessary for the importation into
Egypt as far as the port of discharge.

For the levying of these duties the importer shall make a
written declaration at the customn-house, stating the
description of the goods imported and their value at
the port of discharge.

The Customs may further, in contested cases, insist on the
production of all the documents which should accom-
pany consignments of merchaudize, such as invoices,
policies of ingurance, correspondence, &e.

If the Custom-house authorities shall be of opinion that
the declared value is insufficient, they shall be at liberty
to take the goods on paying to the importer the price
declared by him, with an addition of 5 per cent. This
payment, together with the restitution of any duty
which may have been levied upon such goods, shall be
made within the fifteen days following the declaration.

The said authorities shall also have the right of takin
the duties in kind. In order to take the duties in kin
the Customs shall have the right of selecting the-articles
according to their declared valué until the amount due
to them shall be reached. (Article VI.)

Excise Tax. Compensatory Duty.

I one of the Coutracting Parties shall impose an excise
tax, that is to say, an inland duty, upon any article of
