1990. In April of the same year (1990), he was appointed Area Manager of the
BCCI, Kaduna Arca, in-charge of kaduna, Sokoto, Platcau, Gongola States and
FCT Abuja; the post he held up to September 1991.

In October 1991, he was appointed the Chief Manager in charge of
Administration, Propertics and Personal Management at the Lagos head Office,

the post he held until his appointment as the Honourable Commyissioner for
Health in February 1992.

During the period of his working experience, Alh Sani attended several
profcssional courses both within and outside the country. He attended the
