The amortisation of the two Toans mentioned by the Ionourable
Mover, by conversion und redemption, affords a relief. I agree
with him on the reasons given for preferring the new type of loan
over lhose of the London mouey market. I have consistently
criticised the rate of interest of our loauns as being excessive,
especially in view of the fact that we have always received 19s 6d in
the pound, defraying 6d in the pound or one-fourtieth as “ expenses
of raisiug loans ”’ in london. The decision to discard the supple-
mentary sinking fund is timely. After all, our public debt is
usually a priority charge in our annual budget, as well as the
statutory sinking fund. That our public debt charges should
amount to a mere £874,930 1s a happy augury for the future.
Although se are being saddled with new loans from the Ibadan
University College and the Cocoa Marketing Board, I hope that we
shall not make the mistake of using them exclusively for material
development, as was the case in the twelve loans floated from 1899 to
1935. We need bridges and harbours and railways and electrical
undertakings alright; but our immediate needs are pipe borne water
supplies and schools and hospitals and better housing to enable us to
enjoy life more abundantly. The fact that 20 per cent of last ycar’s
estimated expeunditure was for social services might be an indication
of a change of policy. 1 do not know whether it is still the policy
to invest our statulory sinking funds in far away places like Fiji,
Jamaica, Swansea, South Africa, ete., as had been the case hitherto.
I repeat what I said before: ‘“ It is certainly a curious system of
ceonomics fur the Nigerian Government to invest movey belonging
to an impoverished country like Nigeria in other countries for their
development, whilst we are underdeveloped. Charity begins at
home.

The present incumbent of the post of Director of
Posts and Telegraphs is a gentleman who has wmy respect and
admiration; but that js personal. Whilst I notice an increase of
£307,770 in its vote of £1,250,670 yvet T am stunned to obscrve that
£671,680 will be used for saluries and wages to stafi—more than
half of its vote—£60,000 for transport and travelling expeunses, and
only £59,120 will be spent for internal mail services whilst £46,500
is earmarked for external miail services. The sum of £223,380 is
reserved for uncompleted works. I will repeat what I suggested
at Ibadan last year: °° Perhaps, au Cable and Wireless (Nigeria)

May I be permitted, Siv, to make a few general remarks?  Some
deparbments are still complaining about inability to obtuin certain
supplics, due to the delay of the Crown Agents to fill theiv indents.
Two Honourable Members expressed my {loughts when they
suggested that if dehivery of indents through tlie Crown Agents is
slow, then an alternative method of speeding up supplies should
be {ried, if even it meaus o departure from orthodox procedure. A
friend of mine, who s exceutive of a very large firm of Importers,
told me that if tndents were placed with his firm for the supply of
electrical plant and machinery to generate light and power for
certain townships, the order can be filled in a comparatively short
time. And yet wany towns in Nigeria must remain withont
electricily because of the apparent inefliciency of the Crown Agents.
Perhaps, by {he time the Nigeria Trade Commissioners’s office
begins to operate in London, the tax-payers of this country would
escape the mefficiency from which red-tape cannot be divorced.

Certain Honourable Members have referred to the last paragraph
of Your lixcellency’s speech of a week ugo.  Some of the references
were too sentimental and the paragraph was most unfortunate. I
should think that if any section of the population is “ o very small
minority 7 then the less suid of it the better.

True, some of our youths are agitated and are making legitimate
demands for immediate change in the political structure of the
country.

With Your Excellency’s permission T would like at this juncture
to make a statement on behalf of the Government :

Since the Harragin scales of salaries and wages were introduced
with effect from the Ist Januwary, 1946, the Government has
maintained the general policy that no substantial overall increase
in salaries and wages can be justified. It has also repeatedly been
made clear in public statements that any such overall increase in
basic salaries and wages could only be achieved by increasing
faxation or limiting development work. The main reason for this
stand has been the vital tmportance to avoid imposing on Nigeria
in a period of inflation following the war a swollen sulartes aund
wages bill which the economy of the country would be unable to
bear in Future years when the cost of living is rednced. The
Government adheres to that policy and remains firmly opposed to
any overall inerease in hasic salaries and wages. (It should,
however, be added that with regard to daily paid staff adjustments
have Leen and caw be made from titue to e within the frawework
of the Miller Scales).

On the other hand there has, since the Ilarragin Scales were
introduced, been o substantial inerease in the cost of Hving. It
Lias not been possible to establish o cost of living index figure for
the country as u whole aind no reliable stadisties exist o indicate
the exact increase iu the cost of Tiving which has taken place. There
is no doubl, however, that the vetual tnercase in the cost of liviag
since 1946 has been substantial.  Moreover, although it 7s now
known that prices of most export crops will xoon sturt to dvop and
that 1his will {end to bring the cost of Tiving down {he increase in
the cost of living continues for the present.
