5. The following subsection shall be inserted after subsection (4)
of section 15 of the principal Law—

“(4a) Where the emoluments specified in a direction given under
subsection (1) are emoluments of a person who is also in receipt of
other remuneration from employment or of income from any other
source, the Commissioner may direct that the amount of income tax
to be deducted from such emoluments shall be an amount which
bears to the total tax payable on the total income from all sources
during the financial year of such person as set out in or determined
in accordance with the provisions of the First Schedule in operation
at the time such emoluments were payable, the like proportion that
the amount of such emoluments bears to the total income from all
sources.”

“49. Entertainments’ Tax shall not be charged on payments for
admission to any entertainment where the Minister is satisfied that
the whole of the takings thereof are devoted to religious or chari-
table purposes W1thout any charge on the takings for any expenses
of the entertainment.’

8. Notwithstanding the provisions of section 55 of the Finance
Law, 1956, Purchase Tax shall be chargeable in respect of Petrol and
Auto Gas Oil bought under a chargeable purchase notwithstanding that
the purchase was madec before the date of the coming into operation
of this Law, but no Purchase Tax shall be chargeable in respect of any
Petrol or Auto Gas Oil bought under any such purchase if it has been
delivered thereunder before such date.

1. These bye-laws may be cited as the Obubra District Council

be ordered to pay the fee payable for such ticket and any person contra-
vening or failing to comply with the provisions of these bye-laws for which
a penalty is not expressly provided shall be liable on conviction to a fine
not exceeding five pounds or in default of payment to imprisonment not
exceeding one month, and such fines to be 1mposed by a Native Court,
Customary Court or M’lglstrate s Court. .

(2) The fecs set out in the Second Schedule hercto shall be payable
to the Council for licences.

(3) When any licence other than an Occasional Native Liquor
Licence is issued on or after the 1st July in any year, one-half of the
‘above mentioned licence fees shall be payable.

8. (1) Applications for licences shall be made to the Council as in
Forms D and E in the First Schedule as the case may be. Such Form
